2. The Gospel is rooted in grace and peace

Galatians 1:3
Grace and peace to you from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ

3. The Gospel can become perverted if not guarded

Galatians 1:6-10

Jesus + politics

Jesus + morality

Jesus + prosperity

Jesus + religious performance
Jesus + health

Jesus + perfect family

Christ + circumcision

Christ + rituals

Jesus + NOTHING = EVERYTHING

To get Jesus all you need is nothing... everything you bring is an insult
to his grace

4. Let the preacher preach Jesus and for Jesus

Where is the wise person? Where is the teacher of the law? Where is the
philosopher of this age?
